Our new roll-out waste and recycle collection
program will result in a cleaner more attractive
environment as well as safer working conditions
for our collectors. The new garbage and recycle
collection system uses one type of container that
will be emptied by automated equipment, making
the process faster and safer.

Recycling is collected
every other week on
your regular pick-up day.
Check your recycling
calendar or the City
website for collection
days. The current
18-gallon bin will no
longer be collected, but RET

yOU May repurpose it or-  RECILE REUSE REPURPOSE RECLA
simply recycle it as well.

PLEASE BE SURE YOU:

* Place your containers out by 6:00 AM the
morning of your scheduled pick-up.

* Place the container within 4 feet of the curb with
the handle and wheels facing away from the street,
making sure there is at least 4 feet of clear space
around the cart.

* Place all items in the cart for collection by our
auvtomated truck. DO NOT leave items outside
the container.

» Don't overfill the cart; the lid must be closed.
