emptied by the automated equipment. The carts provided by the City of 
Claremont & Republic Services ONLY will be serviced.   

 Do not leave garbage or recyclables outside the roll-out container. 
 Do not put garbage materials in the cart marked RECYCLE! It will not be serviced. 
 Do not overfill the cart, the lid must close. 
 Please place your container at the curb by 6:00 a.m. the morning of your       

scheduled service. 
 If you find that you have excessive garbage and/or recycles you will need to rent   

an additional cart. Carts may be rented for $2.50 month or $30.00 year.

City of Claremont Code of  
Ordinances Sec. 8-2-4 states:  

(c) Tag and collar. Every owner is     
required to provide a tag bearing 
the owner's name & address, & to 

see that the tag is securely attached 
to the dog's chain, collar, or        

harness, which the dog must wear   
at all times unless it is accompanied 
by its owner or engaged in hunting 

or other sport in which a collar 
might endanger its safety. 

(d) Restraint. The owner shall keep 
his dog under restraint at all times 
& shall not permit the dog to be at 

large. 
(e) Impoundment. 

(1) Dogs found running at large in 
violation of this section shall be   
taken up by the animal control 

officer or his agent, & impounded in 
the shelter designated by the city.
